We were recently asked how 
our use of hardwoods relates to the threatened 
supply of woods around the world.

The very essence of our business depends on 
a lasting supply of beautiful hardwoods.  
Because we want that supply to continue, we 
have made a commitment to use only woods 
that are sustainably harvested and not 
threatened. Fortunately, wood is an ever 
renewable resource if managed properly.  

The Forest Stewardship Council is a non-profit 
organization which has developed a system for 
certifying woods that are grown in forests which 
are managed in an environmentally responsible, 
socially beneficial and economically viable way. 

You can read more about this on their website, 
www.fsc.org.

At McKinnon Furniture, Cherry is our most 
popular wood choice, representing about 75% 
of the furniture we make. More than 90% of 
the cherry we buy 
comes from certified 
mills. Our African 
Mahogany also comes 
from certified mills. The 
Maple and Walnut are 
not certified species, 
but do come from US 
fo res ts  managed  
for sustainabi l i ty.

One exciting development in this arena is the 
introduction of Lyptus, a new hybrid of two 
species of Eucalyptus trees. The trees are grown 
in managed forests, and mature in about 15 

years, compared with 80 to 100 years for most 
hardwoods.  Best of all, after harvest, new 
seedlings grow from the stumps without need 
for replanting or disturbing the forest ecosystem.
